INVITATION: The ISR committee and CYC extend an invitation to all interested skippers and crew
to participate in a “for fun” race series on the Columbia River between the I-5 and 1-205 bridges. The
ISR committee (an informal group of us racers that want to keep this great event going) will be
running this series for the 2011-2012 season.

The start line will be
between buoy 14 and the east most corner of Rose City Yacht Club docks. Finish line will be the
same.
