Facts Found:


--GE&H was CLEAR AHEAD at the zone


--MD & C were OVERLAPPED at the zone, but CLEAR ASTERN of GE&H


--GE&H, MD & C were on PORT tack approaching a leeward mark


--C KEPT CLEAR of MD per the definitions


--GE&H was obligated to provide MARK ROOM for two inside overlapped boats


--MD established a new overlap (inside the zone) with GE&H


--GE&H was unable to change course without making contact with MD


--MD did not provide MARK ROOM to GE&H as required by RRS 18.2(b)


--MD made contact with GE&H at or near the starboard quarter of GE&H


--Contact caused a rapid and uncontrolled course change by GE&H


--GE&H and C made contact as a result of the rapid course change


--GE&H & C both sustained damage from contact

Conclusion:


--MD CLEAR ASTERN of GE&H was required by RRS 18.2(b) to KEEP CLEAR


--C OVERLAPPED with MD was required by RRS 18.2(b) to KEEP CLEAR


--MD failed to KEEP CLEAR of GE&H resulting in a collision that caused serious damage


--C KEPT CLEAR of MD


--It was not reasonably possible for C to avoid GE&H as a result of MD violating 
RRS 18.2(b)
