The OCSA Sailing Instructions
will govern races. All boats must register with the committee by giving the
committee boat a signed OCSA Race Entry Form. This is for insurance reasons.
Any unregistered boat is ineligible to race.

DATE AND TIME: Friday, June 12. The first warning signal is at 1830 hours.
REGISTRATION: Use an OCSA Race Entry Form and submit to the Race Commit-
tee before the start of the race.

FEES: None! Entrants are encouraged to gratuitously solicit Race Committee fa-
voritism by proffering consumable goodies, before, during or after each race.

CLASS DIVISIONS: The Race Committee may or may not post class divisions
depending on bribes.

COURSES: Courses set by the Race Committee will be posted on the committee
boat.

SCORING: Skippers are expected to note their finish position relative to oth-
ers and report such information to anyone willing to attach significance to its
importance.

PROTESTS: Protests are emphatically discouraged. Skippers are encouraged to
settle alleged infringements of the racing rules in a private, Corinthian spirit.
COMMUNICATIONS: In case of a “Come Within Hail” (Code “L”) signal display;
pass by the committee boat for additional instruction. Extortion on the part of
the Race Committee shall not be prohibited.
